Oceans To Hold More Plastic Than Fish by 2050

There will be more plastic than fish in the world’s oceans
by 2050 unless more recycling takes place. That is what a new
report from the World Economic Forum and Ellen MacArthur
Foundation warns.

If the current trend continues, the report said, oceans will
contain one ton of plastic for every three tons of fish in 2025.

By 2050, plastics will weigh more than fish, the report
said.

The problem is that each year at least 8 million tons of
plastics end up in oceans around the world.

The report said this is the same as dumping the contents
of one garbage truck into the ocean every minute.

Not all plastic ends up in the ocean because someone
throws a plastic bottle into the water.

Plastic containers and other trash thrown onto streets and
sidewalks often are swept into oceans. The debris travels from
storm drains during rain storms, said the environmental group
Marine Defenders.

Some end up in gyres. A gyre is a big whirlpool that traps
and moves the plastic in circles.

Unlike other types of trash in the ocean, the plastic never
bio-degrades. That means it does not break down.

There is a way to slow the amount of plastics going into
the oceans -- people can recycle more. That is a major recom-
mendation of the report by the World Economic Forum and El-
len MacArthur Foundation.

The report’s authors say that currently only about 14 per-
cent of plastics are recycled.

It said research in Europe shows as much as 53 percent of
plastic could be recycled using available technology.

The report says that another solution is using less plastic
for packaging products. But that is not likely to happen, the re-
port’s authors say.

“Given plastic packaging’s many benefits, both the likeli-
hood and desirability of an across-the-board drastic reduction in
the volume of plastic packaging used is clearly low,” the report
said.

But the authors note reducing the use of plastics should
be tried “where possible.”

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For decades, scientists warned that plastics are killing
fish. The Natural Resources Defense Council said research
shows that fish are dying from choking after eating plastics.
Another cause of death is that plastics cause “intestinal block-
age and starvation,” the environmental group said.

The difference between feelings and emotions, and why you

should care

We tend to use the words emotions, feelings and moods in-
terchangeably. Of course they are closely related and yes this is a
complex topic, but there is a fundamental difference and under-
standing it is important. At stake is the way you behave in this world.

Essentially emotions are physical and instinctive. They have
been programmed into our genes over many, many years of evolu-
tion and are hard-wired. While they are complex and involve
a variety of physical and cognitive responses (many of which are
not well understood), their general purpose is to produce a specific
response to a stimulus. For example: You are on your own and on
foot in the savanna wilderness, you see a lion, and you instantly get
scared. Emotions can be measured objectively by blood flow, brain
activity, facial expressions and body stance. Important note: Emo-
tions are carried out by the limbic system, our emotional processing
center. This means that they are illogical, irrational, and unreasona-
ble because the limbic system is separate from — sitting literally be-
hind — the neocortex, the part of our brain that deals with conscious
thoughts, reasoning and decision making.

I’d like to give you a clear list of universally recognized
emotions but unfortunately such a list does not exist. William James
proposed four basic emotions: fear, grief, love, and rage, based on
bodily involvement. Paul Ekman devised six basic emotions: anger,
disgust, fear, happiness, sadness and surprise. Wallace V. Frie-
sen and Phoebe C. Ellsworth worked with him and agreed on the
same structure of emotions. In the book Passion and Reason Richard
and Bernice Lazarus list fifteen different emotions: aesthetic expe-
rience, anger, anxiety, compassion, depression, envy, fright, grati-
tude, guilt, happiness, hope, jealousy, love, pride, relief, sadness,
and shame. Psychologists identify twenty-seven categories of emo-
tion: admiration, adoration, aesthetic appreciation, amusement, an-
ger, anxiety, awe, awkwardness, boredom, calmness, confusion,
contempt, craving, disappointment, disgust, empathic pain, en-
trancement, envy, excitement, fear, guilt, horror, interest, joy, nos-
talgia, pride, relief, romance, sadness, satisfaction, sexual desire,
surprise, sympathy and triumph. This was based on 2185 short vid-
eos intended to elicit a certain emotion. These were then modelled
onto a “map” of emotions.

Despite calls for ceasefire, strikes continue in Syria

After over 500 deaths and fresh strikes hitting the Damascus
suburb of Eastern Ghouta, the calls made by the UN Security

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Council for a 30-day ceasefire seemingly went unanswered as
heavy shelling resumed on Monday.

According to reports, the besieged region held by rebels, which
has been under attack by the Syrian government forces, was
continuously pounded.

According to estimates drawn out by war monitoring agencies,
the series of strikes in the region over the past week has re-
sulted in the deaths of over 500 people, including many women
and children.

On Saturday, reports noted that after the Security Council's
unanimous vote, airstrikes briefly eased up but resumed again
on Monday.

Reporters in the region said that heavy shelling was witnessed
as the week began, and the air campaign had been replaced by a
ground war.

Some unconfirmed reports also said that chlorine gas attacks
were also reported in one of the towns that's near the frontline
where rebels are fighting the Syrian regime.

What added to the unconfirmed reports were that a series of
videos continue to be posted online, showing people, especially
children, coughing and choking inside makeshift hospitals.
According to UN estimates, as many as 400,000 people live in
the region that is under attack and the U.K.-based war monitor-
ing group, the Syrian Observatory for Human Rights said that
there are about 393,000 people trapped under siege in Eastern
Ghouta.

On Monday, the Russian state media quoted the country’s Pres-
ident Vladimir Putin as ordering a "humanitarian corridor" to
allow civilians to leave the besieged region.

RIA news agency quoted the Russian defense minister, Sergei
Shoigu, as saying, "Putin has ordered the implementation of a
daily ceasefire in Syria's eastern Ghouta, starting on Tuesday,
and the creation of a 'humanitarian corridor' via which civilians
can leave.”

Shoigu said that the ceasefire would run from 09:00 until 14:00
local time daily and added that details on the location of the
corridor would be released soon."

The intense bombardment of a rebel enclave near Damascus,
which includes multiple factions, has continued for over a week
now.

The Syrian Observatory for Human Rights has said that barrel
bombs and shell fire have been dropped in the region, leaving
several civilians, including 121 children victimized.

Ever since the attacks started last week, Syrian government
forces are said to have been backed by Russia to pound the
area.

Russia has denied direct involvement in the attacks and the Syr-
ian government has denied targeting civilians.

However, U.S. President Donald Trump has blamed Syria and
its allies, Russia and Iran, for the humanitarian crisis.
Meanwhile, the UN Security Council struggled to agree on a
ceasefire resolution, reportedly in a bid to get Russia’s approval
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- which was pushing for a loose timeline, while the other mem-
bers of the Security Council wanted a ceasefire in place within
72 hours.

As violence escalated, UN Secretary-General Antonio Guterres
described the plight of civilians in the area as "hell on earth.”
The UNSC vote was delayed several times and eventually, the
final resolution passed on Saturday called for hostilities to cease
"without delay."

The break in fighting was supposed to allow desperately needed
humanitarian aid to enter besieged areas like Eastern Ghouta,
where medical supplies are scarce.

Critically sick and ill civilians could be evacuated, and supplies
could be delivered for residents.

According to reports, a media official working for the Syrian
military forces recorded a video near the front line of battle and
said, “We don't care what the UN Security Council decides...
the important thing is that Ghouta is right behind me and it will
be liberated.”

On Monday, speaking at the Human Rights Council, Guterres
addressed the conflict in Eastern Ghouta and said that it is “high
time to stop this hell on Earth.
